moved)

¢ Dishes or ceramics
¢+ Light bulbs & brohen windows
¢+ Mirrors

¢ Plastic containers with the #1-7 symbols
¢ This includes milk jugs, water bottles,
detergent and shampoo bottles, butter tubs,
plastic yogurt cups, microwave food trays,
plant flats, flower pots, etc.
