GARAGE SALE SIGNS 
 

Per Ordinance 17.5(6) garage sale signs are permitted when all of the 
following conditions are met  
• Shall be limited to one (1) on-premise location and three (3) off-premise 

locations.   
• Shall be located on private property. 
• Shall be limited to four (4) square feet in area per side.  Sign may be two-

sided. 
• Shall be affixed to the ground and be freestanding.   
• Shall be displayed for no longer than 3 days prior to the garage sale and 

shall be removed upon the end of the garage sale.  
Failure to meet this ordinance may result in your signs being removed 
without notice. 

PARKING ORDINANCE

12/31/17, otherwise it will be a
